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MEDIUM RED CLOVER 
Medium Red Clover fits better into erop rota- 

tions than any other legume. It will increase 
the yield of succeeding crops, besides furnish- 
ing many tons of hay of high protein content.

Red Clover is a biennial which means that it 
will grow for two seasons only and then must 
be reseeded.

It 

can be grown to advantage on land which has 

already produced an early grain crop, like oats, 

rye, or winter wheat. 

Rape provides excellent pasture for all kinds 

of livestock, cattle, hogs, and sheep. It can be 

sown at any time during spring or summer, sO 

a good pasture .can be had whenever it is 

needed.
